Discipline Plan:

There are a series of consequences for breaking the classroom/school rules:

1. Verbal warning

2. Write 5 sentences letter to Mrs. Min explaining what they have done wrong and how they would change their behavior during recess time.
3.    Pink Misbehavior Log completed at recess and sent home.

4. Meeting - student, parents, and teacher
5. Meeting – student and principal
6. Meeting – student, parents, and principal
 Grading Policy:  Collins School is on a trimester system.  Individual goal setting conferences will be set in the beginning of October; the first report card is sent home during the first week of December.  Please familiarize yourself with the third grade Common Core Standards on which your child will be assessed and graded (https://www.cusdk8.org/collins under Academics -Curriculum Standards). The report card uses numbers from a rubric to show proficiency.  I will be using the district’s 4 point rubric to grade students’ work.  Third grade students will be taking the CAASPP standardized tests in the spring. 

Homework: Homework is given every day except Friday.  Long term projects, such as book reports, should be worked on when your student has finished the daily homework so there is no last minute rush to complete them.  Routine or occasional homework includes reading logs, reading session HW, Newsela, NoRedInk, XtraMath, cursive writing, Writer’s Workshop HW, math, social studies, and science HW or incomplete work not done in class. If your child is not completing classwork in the time given during school hours, I may send the assignment home to be completed and returned the next day.  For some subjects, such as math, it is especially important for the students to understand each smaller idea/skill as it builds to a bigger concept.

      Unlike 1st or 2nd grade, your child will not have a Homework Packet in my 3rd grade class.  Students are responsible for recording (and understanding the requirements of) their homework every day on their daily planner and for bringing home all the things they need to complete the homework.  All assignments need to be turned in on time, with the student’s name. 

      Late assignments are marked as such, and this status will be reflected in the report card section “Turns work in on time” if a student makes a habit of turning work in late. If a student does not turn in the homework there may be a consequence, such as losing recess time, or redoing it during recess.  If there is a valid reason your child cannot complete the work, please send a note, so she/he can be given additional time.  If you child is having  difficulty completing homework in a reasonable amount of time, please contact me; we need to talk about it.

     The Homework Folder should be taken home every day (except Friday) with the homework sheets and should be returned with the homework sheets, and any necessary school papers, the following school day.  The daily planner must be brought to school every day with a parent’s signature.  Parents should look over the homework to check for mistakes.  Please check to make sure that your child is doing the reading log daily and return the completed log on Friday.
Friday Folders:  Friday Folders will be sent home each Friday.  You will find your child’s work on the right pocket of the folder and any notices, newsletters, or book orders on the left pocket of the folder.  Please review your child’s work with him/her and return the folder with your signature, on the sheet provided.  This needs to be returned with your child the following Monday. Please keep this form in the weekly folder so I will be sure to see it.  Make sure you let your child know how proud you are of their efforts and progresses.  You will be notified of any late, incomplete, or missing work through the use of this work folder as well.
